1. Call to Order:

President Lindsay Case called the meeting to order at 9:36 a.m.

2. Declaration of Quorum/Director Qualifications/Disclosure Matters:

President Lindsay Case indicated that a quorum of the Board was present, and that each Director has been qualified as an eligible elector of the District pursuant to Colorado law. Directors in attendance confirmed their eligibility.  Ms. VonFeldt noted that the Directors’ disclosures of their potential conflicts of interest were filed pursuant to state law for the meeting. 

3. Approval of

the Agenda:
The agenda was approved.

4. Approval of

Minutes:
Director Morley moved to approve the November 4, 2014 meeting minutes; seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.
5. Tax reduction news article and distribution:

Mr. Schooler reported that the notice to notify homeowners about the reduction in their mill levy went out at the end of last March, but the Gazette had no interest in running the article.  The Board briefly talked about how the mill levy was an issue for prospective commercial properties and that now they hope to see more commercial activity within the District since the debt service mill levy has been lowered.  
6. Meadowbrook Marksheffel Intersection IGA:
Director Randle Case II indicated that they have been working with the County to approve an IGA for the Meadowbrook/ Marksheffel intersection and have negotiated an amount of about $234K for the District's obligation.  Mr. Schooler said that the funds have been put into an escrow account with the County.  Mr. Allen noted that his edits to the IGA had been accepted by the County.  It was further noted that if the County has not started the intersection within 5 years the District can ask for the deposit funds plus interest be returned without losing the $234K satisfaction and the District will still be limited to that amount.  Director Howe asked if they would have to wait 5 years before they will know if they will get a signal there.  Mr. Schooler stated that the convenience center being processed triggered the County to tell the District to build it, but didn't warrant construction at this time and wanted the District to put up the funds for such time the traffic will get high enough to construct it.  Mr. Schooler stated further that this would be the District's only exposure for the construction and if the County spends more they will have to pay the overage so it puts pressure on them to build it within the 5 years.  Director Howe said that the intersection without the signal is not safe and there are always accidents.  The Board directed Director Howe and fellow homeowners to contact the County Commissioner for that area to push the approval of the construction of the signal sooner.  Director Morley moved to approve the Meadowbrook/Marksheffel Intersection funding IGA seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.  
7. Market Status: 
Director Morley said that he owns the property on the northeast side of Marksheffel and Meadowbrook of roughly 9 1/2 acres that he is planning to develop about 40-43 lots on and has yet to talk to Cherokee about the water, but would take about 6 months to get through the process.  Director Morley noted that the property owner on the south side of Marksheffel and Meadowbrook has about 9 1/2 acres as well, but she has no interest in developing the land at this time.

Director Randle Case II stated that a convenience and liquor store are going in on the northwest corner and that the grading has already been started.  It was noted that it took 2 years to get it processed.

8. Financial Statement and Payables:
a. 2016 Preliminary Budget Discussion
Director Morley indicated that he would have 41 lots in April/May that will be sold by July of 2016 of which 20 homes may get built in 2016 and 21 in 2017.  Mr. Schooler said that Century Homes is currently building townhomes in Claremont Ranch and they still have 20 buildings to do.  The Cases' will have 3 acres of commercial platted and the King Soopers will be about 100Ks.f. with about 23 acres of commercial impact fees.  Mr. Schooler indicated that there would be funds coming in from Triple A in the industrial park as well as Century for the townhomes before the end of the year 2015.  
The Board asked Director Howe if he has heard anything from fellow homeowners regarding the landscaping and he said that the weeds are the main topic of conversation.  Mr. Schooler said that it is currently being taken care of and he is working with Mr. Al Watson to get another park built on the north end of Claremont Ranch.  The Board discussed raising the landscape/maintenance budget amount to $40K, but decided to leave it at $20K to save for the new park.    
b. Current Payables-

Ms. VonFeldt presented claims payable.  Director Randle Case II moved to approve the payables as presented seconded by Director Morley.  Motion passed.
c. Permit Income Status-

There was nothing new to report.
9. New Business:

There was no new business.
10. Other Business:
a. The next regular meeting is scheduled for November 3, 2015 at 9:30 a.m. for the public budget hearing.
11. Adjournment:

The meeting was adjourned at 10:15 a.m.
