1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-

Mr. Woods called the meeting to order at 8:38 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes & Excusal-

Motion to approve the January 9th and the continued January 16th, 2007 minutes as well as excuse Mr. Green made by Mr. Cone seconded by Mr. Christiansen.  Motion passed.

3. Projects Report –Mr. Schooler-
a. Capacity Project Schedule/Environmental Assessment (EA) Status-

Mr. Schooler stated that there was nothing new to report.  The EA still had not been signed off on.  The State has agreed to let the District build out the portion of road from Powers to Tutt.  Mr. Schooler stated further that he had contacted the appraiser to move forward.  Mr. Christiansen inquired when the District would go out to bid and Mr. Schooler stated that the plans were not completed yet as the County is still waiting on the Finding Of No Significant Impact report (FONSI).  The Board then discussed extensively the options the District has to get that portion of road built.  Mr. Christiansen stated that if Powers to Tutt was not completed by fall it could be a huge impact on the District if the Hospital cannot open.  It was determined that Mr. Susemihl would write a letter to the City and County regarding the concerns of the Board and the possible consequences to the District.  Due to the absence of the County personnel, Mr. Christiansen moved to continue the meeting to February 20, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. seconded by Mr. Cone.
