3. Projects Report –Mr. Brackin
A. Status Project III – Possible IV: 

Mr. Woods indicated that there was no change in status from last month.

B. Environmental Assessment Status: 

Mr. Susemihl reported that the EA is still in the comment stage.  Mr. Woods inquired as to the project funds that the County may redirect to the Fort Carson project per the discussion from the meeting last month.  Mr. Susemihl indicated that the County rejected the requests to appropriate funds to other projects.  The County released DMJM’s design.

4. Manager’s Report
A. Permit Activity/Revenues vs. Projections

The Board discussed the permit activity commenting that there is a $52,000 payment that should be $36,000 instead.  This item will be discussed at the next meeting.

B. Development Activity

There was no discussion for this item.

C. Centura Letter

Mr. Susemihl reported that he got a letter from Centura stating that they agreed to pay &330,000 and the $150,000 if the State picked up the payment the District would repay the $150,000.  They want the District to support their right in right out at the end of their property, which they want to make closer to Tutt Blvd.  Mr. Christiansen stated that the design has already been submitted for approval.  The Board agreed that it was not a position for the Board to support, but a County and City one.  Mr. Susemihl indicated that the State probably would not pick up the payment and he is trying to get them to release the $370,000 in escrow.  Mr. Woods suggested going back to Centura to restate the amount that was already agreed upon.

D. Discussion with Cassiani regarding Banning/Lewis Issues

Mr. Susemihl indicated that Banning/Lewis is still contesting the valuation.  Mr. Schooler and Mr. Susemihl have ongoing favorable discussions and a new agreement is expected.
