1) Mr. Schooler indicated the Environmental Assessment is expecting to be finalized in June and will hopefully have the first phase of the capacity project up for bid in September.

2) Comments were made from the Board that the signal lights on the new stretch of Project “B” are still easily triggered and delay traffic at times at the traffic signal intersections.  Mr. Woods indicated he would give John McCarty a call regarding that issue.

1) Mr. Schooler questioned the Board as to when the District should consider the next issuance of bonds.  The Board was in unanimous agreement that the District waits until November to see the result of the District 49 bond election as this could have a significant impact on the construction rate within the District regarding the number of houses built.

Legal Report 
Mr. Susemihl discussed briefly the dual taxation from the Metex District on some properties that are also included in the Woodmen Road District.  However if those properties that have the overlap can wait until the first quarter of 2007 the Metex District will probably be dissolved by then and they would not be subject to the Metex platting fees or the rest of the taxes.
