1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Woods called the meeting to order at 8:29 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes & Excusal-
Director Krohnfeldt motioned to approve the November 1, 2011 minutes seconded by Director Cone.  Motion passed.
3. Request for support for Mountain View Electric, Bent Grass Meadow Drive and Woodmen Road Access Plan Revision-
Mr. Hodson indicated that he is working on revisions to the access point to the Latigo Business site that is 230 acres. There is a realignment of Woodmen frontage road with a right-in right-out and they are proposing to take out the roundabout and replace it with a 3/4 movement.  Mr. Hodson said that the benefits of making the changes are numerous, which provides a continuous connection and will help relieve the heavy traffic at Woodmen and Meridian.  Mr. Schooler asked how it would change the commercial development and Mr. Hodson went into a lengthy discussion on how all surrounding properties will be improved by the changes.  After some discussion by the Board Director Krohnfeldt moved that the District support the changes without the roundabout to instead have the 3/4 movement seconded by Director Cone.  The motion passed with full Board support.
4. Manager’s Report-
a. 2013 Budget 2012 Amended Budget-

Mr. Schooler stated that the District is anticipating continued construction in the area and proceeded to explain the proposed budget numbers.  It was noted that the District is performing very well in comparison to the 2012 Budget.  After some discussion the Board made a few changes to the budget and also decided to keep the $26,000 that remains in the Capital Fund in place for 2013.  The public hearing will be set for the November meeting.

b. Permit Activity-
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record.
c. Development Activity-
There was no comment.

d. Countywide Transportation Plan Fee Study and BOCC Interim Fee Resolution and recommendation for Amendment of WRMD Service Area Map-

Mr. Schooler stated that the County has been working on a County wide transportation fee on all new un-platted land that will be about $3,000 per unit if the developer chooses not to join the PID and, if they do join, it will only be about $300 per unit with a 10 mill tax levy until 2040.  Mr. Schooler stated further that each new development would not create its own district, but would join the new County wide district.  The Woodmen Road District would be excluded, but Mr. Schooler asked the Board to adjust the northerly and westerly boundary of service area (not in the District yet) so that the  un-platted ground could  be included in the County wide district as it would not affect the debt service payments.  After some discussion the Board approved amending the service area.  Mr. Susemihl indicated that the IGA with the City would need to be amended for such changes.  Director Cone motioned the Woodmen Road Board support the new service plan boundaries along the lines as shown on the map that is a half a mile west of Meridian and halfway between Woodmen Road and Stapleton and to have Mr. Susemihl initiate amendments to the IGA between the City and the County to reflect this change as there will be no changes to debt payments.  The motion was seconded by Director Lindsay Case.  Motion passed unanimously.
