3. Projects Report –Mr. Schooler
A. Status Project III – Possible IV: 

Mr. Schooler reported that the Environmental Assessment has been checked off by the State and it is now with the Feds and should be back on the 20th of October signed.  The final design is being wrapped up, which includes acquiring a few small pieces of right-of-way (ROW) as well as slope and construction easements.  Mr. Schooler stated further that the ROW would take approximately 90 days to get worked out therefore it would be February 2007 before the District could go out to bid since the Feds won’t allow going out to bid until all the ROW has been acquired.  Construction would then start in March or April of 2007.  It was noted that Sema Construction would have to re-bid.

Mr. Christiansen indicated that the hospital would be opening mid-May of 2008 and was concerned that Woodmen Road would not be open.  Mr. Case suggested the hospital build out the road with reimbursement from the District.  Mr. Schooler stated that the developers on the north side of the road might be able to build it.  Mr. Schooler will find out if Powerwood is in the District and will let Mr. Christiansen know if the developers can construct portions of the road to speed the process up.

4. Manager’s Report
A. 2007 Preliminary Budget and Assessed Valuation

The Board reviewed the 2007 preliminary Budget and suggested a few minor changes.  It was decided that the 2007 Budget and 2006 Amended Budget hearing would take place at the next meeting on November 7th.  Mr. Susemihl will advertise for the hearing.

Mr. Susemihl indicated that the buildings on the south side of Woodmen Road would be taxed and not the land.

To be made a part of the record, a copy of the fees collected to date was submitted.

D. 4-Way Ranch Agreement

Mr. Schooler reported that he had sent URS out to look at the traffic study on 4-Way Ranch and they agreed with the report Mr. Martz had submitted stating that the diluted traffic was a reasonable projection.  Mr. Schooler suggested only collecting plat and permit fees without requiring them to join the District and pay the mill levy.  Mr. Susemihl stated that 4-Way had initially agreed to come into the District, but now the traffic study has been done he concurs that they would not need to join.  The Board was in agreement.

E. Project III (Capacity) Bond Issue

Mr. Schooler indicated that the District would need bond funds by the summer of 2007 for approximately  $10 million.

5. Legal Report     

Mr. Susemihl had nothing further to report.

6. Old Business     
Move of approval to pay invoices for this draw and next month’s draw made by Mr. Christiansen and seconded by Mr. Cone.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. New Business
URS didn’t charge the district for looking into the 4-Way Ranch traffic study, but requested certificates for dinner, which were included in the draw and approved by the Board.
