1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Woods called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes & Excusal-
Director Cone motioned to approve the October 1, 2013 minutes and excuse Director Anderson seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.
3. Reappoint PJ Anderson-
Director Cone motioned to reappoint PJ Anderson to the board seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.  
4. Manager’s Report-
a. 2014 Budget 2013 Amended Budget Hearing-
Director Woods opened the public hearing.  Mr. Susemihl stated that the hearing for the 2014 Budget and 2013 Amended Budget was advertised and was now open for public comment.  The Board discussed raising the fees and Mr. Susemihl indicated that they could only be raised per the CPI of 5%.  The Board also discussed the possibility of having to raise the mill levy as well, but tabled it until the 2015 Budget discussion.  There were no further comments so Director Woods closed the public hearing.  Director Case motioned to increase the fees per the CPI seconded by Director Cone.  Motion passed.  

Upon motion made by Director Krohnfeldt, seconded by Director Case, a resolution which adopted the 2014 Budget, amended the 2013 Budget, appropriated the funds set forth in the budget, and authorized the mill levy certification at 10.8 Gallagherized was unanimously passed with authorization for management to adjust the numbers when the final County Assessed Valuation is received and to increase all facility/platting fees by 5% per the CPI .  

b. Permit Activity-
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record.
c. Development Activity-
Director Woods indicated that they would be platting 200 lots by June 2014 and then 119 by October for 2015.
Director Krohnfeldt said the Center for Strategic Ministry may plat 60 lots in 2014.

Director Anderson stated that there may be 3-4 permits pulled in Falcon Highlands for commercial construction in 2014.

The Board discussed Stapleton Road improvements and the future growth for the area.
5. Legal Report-


Mr. Susemihl indicated that he would publish a call for the elections in February 2014 and would send Directors Cone and Anderson their self nominations 60 days prior to the election he would then cancel the election if no other nominations are presented.  The Board appointed Mr. Susemihl as the designated election official.
