Engineering 

& Design
Made by Mr. Schooler, DMJM:  

1) Mr. Schooler reported that Project “B” is well underway.  The new alignment for Marksheffel is already roughed in and most of the pipe crossings are either installed or materials are on-site.

2) Mr. Schooler has finalized the agreement with Colorado Springs Utilities regarding Project “C.”     This allows the utilities to move forward with ordering the poles with the intent of locating the lines by the end of the year 2004. 

3) Mr. Schooler stated that DMJM has indicated they will have the preliminary design complete for the office review on the widening project by the first of June.

4) Mr. Schooler stated that, regarding the Environmental Assessment, it is still hopeful to have assessment complete by the end 2004.  Which would allow us to move forward with the widening project rather then just a safety project for segment “C.”

Manager’s Report

1) Mr. Schooler reported that he is still working with two property owners, Pride Soccer and Getz, to finalize acquisition with both parties.  Negotiations are progressing and we are still working out the details.  Settlement amounts are well within budget.  

2) Mr. Schooler reported, for Project “B”, the ground breaking went well.  There  were about 50 people in attendance and there was reasonable news coverage by channels 13 and 5.

3) Mr. Schooler stated that the Phase II Bond issue is progressing.  The Board will need to pass a resolution of approval and Mr. Susemihl will work out the details. 

4) Mr. Green also asked that Mr. Schooler check on the status of the Falcon Highlands lot approval and the related payment of fees.

Legal Report
1) Mr. Susemihl reported that he had checked over the Bond issues and will be ready to assist in the drafting of the Bond resolution for the Board approval.
