1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Krohnfeldt called the meeting to order at 8:35 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes-

Director Cone moved to approve the May 3, 2016 minutes seconded by Director Kerby.  Motion passed.

3. Manager’s Report-
A. 2017 Budget Discussion

There was brief discussion regarding projected development in 2017 and the Board agreed on the budget numbers that were presented.

B. 2016 Amended/2017 Budget Hearing

Mr. Susemihl indicated that the notice for a public hearing for the budgets had been posted.  Director Krohnfeldt opened the public hearing and there being no public comment closed the hearing. 

Upon motion made by Director Cone, seconded by Director Kerby, a resolution which adopted the 2017 Budget, amended the 2016 Budget, appropriated the funds set forth in the budget, and authorized the mill levy certification at 10.8 Gallagherized was unanimously passed with authorization for management to adjust the numbers when the final County Assessed Valuation is received.
C. Permit Activity
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record. 
D. Development Activity

Mr. Walker stated that a King Soopers may be going in at the northwest corner of Meridian and Woodmen Road and the market is picking up.  There is an apartment complex called Copper Range (about 218 units) going in at Black Forest and Woodmen Road that is not in the district, but in the service area.  It is nonprofit affordable housing and they have joined up with the Colorado Springs Housing Authority so they won’t be paying taxes, but the City will have to come up with a rule on how they will make their fair share payment to the District that will either be through a PILOT Agreement or paying an “opt out” fee of about $131 per trip.  Mr. Walker indicated that he hadn’t heard which route they will be taking yet.   
E. Tuscany Negotiations

Mr. Walker said they were still working out an agreement with Tuscany for an office building.  They have developed a fee based on a study using the $131 per trip.  
F. Adopt “Trip Cost” for Future Developer Buy-Outs and Agreements
Mr. Walker presented an agreement to the Board that addresses future buy-outs from developers to the District.  Mr. Walker explained the formula that was used for the buyout agreement and noted that LSC did the trip generation report.  Director Kerby asked if the amount would increase and Mr. Walker indicated that it wouldn’t because the bonds would not be increasing.  After some discussion Director Cone moved to approve and adopt the Buy-Out Agreement seconded by Director Kerby.  Motion passed.

Director Kerby moved to approve the current and future ongoing invoices seconded by Director Cone.  Motion passed.
